All players’ ratings will be verified prior to the start of the invitational once rosters are received 
from the respective section offices. 
 
 

Accepted Rating Types: 
• Computer “C,”  

• Self Rate “S,”  

• Computer rated Appeal “A,”  

• Mixed “M” 

• Tournament “T”  
The rating the player received at year end 2022 (current 2023 ratings.) Any “S” or “A” rated 
players who DQs prior to this National Invitational Event, must play at the newly assigned level 
regardless of previously assigned NTRP level, if otherwise eligible. 
 
Examples:  
A player played during the 2023 Championship year as a 3.5 C rated player. When YER 
are republished on Dec1, 2023 s/he is moved up to a 4.0 C. The player will play at the Mixed 
55 & Over National Invitational held in 2024 as a 3.5 rated player.  
A player played during the 2023 Championship year as a 4.0 C rated player. When YER are 
published on Dec 1, 2023, s/he is moved down to a 3.5 C. The player will play at the Mixed 55 & 
Over National Invitational held in 2024 as a 4.0 rated player.  
 
 

Waiver Teams: 
(only accepted at the 9.0 level) 
Any team participating via waiver must be comprised of at least 60% of at level players.  For 
example, a team made up primarily of 4.0 players is not an at level 9.0 team.  Teams that are 
receiving a waiver are limited to a maximum of 10 players on roster. 
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
